Installation and Operation 

1. Upon receiving, carefully inspect the unit for visible shipping damage. If found contact 

the carrier immediately and file a report. 

2. Remove all protective shipping materials. Open hinged access panel using twist-lock 

handle and check that media filter and pre-filter are installed and securely in place.  

3. Due to building conditions and placement of units, it will be the responsibility of the 

installer to assess the optimum mounting method. There are (4) ½-13 steel eyebolts 

positioned on top of the unit to help secure the unit in place. If there are any questions 

about the installation, please contact the factory. 

4. Wire electrical connections to unit as specified. The motor compartment is accessed by 

removing the button head cap screws at each corner of the door. Installer will need 5/32 

allen wrench for removal and securing. 

5. Start unit, check to make sure airflow is in proper direction and that the unit is running 

smoothly without excess vibration.

Filter Compartment: twist & pull spring 

loaded door latch for access to filter compartment 
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General Operation & Maintenance 
1. When servicing the CMX unit, make sure disconnect is in the off position before any 

work is performed. 

2. If unit is equipped with optional inlet plenum and connected to ductwork, make sure 

number of outlets does not exceed design capacity of unit. 

3. CMX units are designed for minimum maintenance. Check filters regularly and change 

media filters when necessary. Clean pre-filters often. The pre-filters are designed to trap 

larger particles, and if kept clean will provide longer life to the media filters. The amount 

of maintenance will vary given the usage and air source being filtered.  

4. When cleaning pre-filters, check the compartment inside the unit, where the filter has 

been pulled out and also the motor compartment, for any build-up of residue inside the 

unit. If there is an excessive amount of build-up, media filters should be changed. Wipe 

clean the compartment of build-up with a mild cleaning agent. 

 

 

Changing Filters 
Aluminum Pre-Filter: This filter has a longer life than the media filters, but must be cleaned 

regularly. To clean pre-filters, pull out of tracks holding the pre-filter in place. Pre-filters can be 

cleaned using a detergent and mild water spray. Blow dry with pressurized air or air dry. Filters 

should be dry before placing back in unit.  

 

Media Filters: Generally the media filters will have a long life with proper maintenance checks 

and regular pre-filter cleaning. The media filters life varies by work condition and usage. You 

will need to replace filter when a noticeable build-up of dirt and grime begin to form and or 

efficiency change happens to the unit.
